Resolution calling for legislative action by the Congress of the United States to intervene in the removal of restrictions placed on Presumption of Exposure to Agent Orange and other dangerous herbicides used in the Vietnam War for all Vietnam War veterans.
Whereas the Department of Veterans Affairs has recently been involved in legal proceedings which adversely affect veterans of the Vietnam War by imposing restrictions on eligibility to presumptive exposure to Agent Orange and other dangerous herbicides for veterans who served their country during a time of war; and

Whereas the Department of Veterans Affairs has recently made changes to its internal manuals and benefit claims adjudication procedures which we believe violate the intent of the 1991 Agent Orange Act; and
Whereas we believe that receipt of the Vietnam Service Medal or the equivalent Vietnam Expeditionary Medal is the primary means of establishing who served in a combat or combat support unit during the Vietnam War; and

Whereas the only effective means for setting this situation straight regarding what we believe the intent of Congress was in passing the 1991 Agent Orange Act and assigning the presumption of exposure to herbicides to all who participated in the Vietnam War is a second act of Congress; 
Be It Resolved, That this organization, on this date and under the conditions of this meeting, calls upon the Congress of the United States to immediately pass legislation which: 
a) restores the presumption of exposure to Agent Orange and other dangerous herbicides to all members of the Armed Forces of the United States who participated in the Vietnam War from January 9, 1963 to May 7, 1970; and

b) guarantees the future condition of equality of benefits of the Department of Veterans Affairs for all members of the Armed Forces of the United States who participated in the Vietnam War from January 9, 1963 to May 7, 1970 and who served in any combat or combat support unit for the Vietnam War, and who received the Vietnam Service Medal or its equivalent for those efforts.
