My name is ____________________________ and I am a U.S. Navy veteran of the Vietnam War. 

A recent study of a veteran’s magazine containing obituaries of only Vietnam service veterans shows that 75% of Vietnam veterans do not live to age 66. This age is well below the expected national average and includes all branches of service. Public Law 102-4, Agent Orange Act of 1991, as originally enacted was correct in granting presumption for the effects of Agent Orange exposure to all military branches of that war.

Since 2002, inequities have been enacted by the Department of Veterans’ Affairs which deny rights to those who served in this conflict in, Laos, Cambodia, Thailand and waters off shore Vietnam.

The reason I am writing is because I would like the Senate to propose a bill similar in nature to H.R. 6562, ‘‘Agent Orange Equity Act of 2008’’ in order to restore these rights. This bill would clarify presumptions of exposure for veterans who served in the vicinity of Vietnam and should contain language similar to the language used to acknowledge such service by the Department of Defense. A suitable example of the language would be: 
Presumption of exposure shall be awarded to all members of the United States Armed Forces serving in Vietnam and contiguous waters or airspace there over, including members of the Armed Forces of the United States in Thailand, Laos, or Cambodia, or the airspace there over, during eligible periods and serving in direct support of operations in Vietnam.
