Thank you for contacting me regarding the Agent Orange Equity Act of 2008, H.R. 6562
in particular you stated that you would be interested in seeing section 111 of the Veterans
Disability Benefits Claims Modernization Act of 2008, H.R. 5892 included in H.R. 6562.

I am aware that many veterans and their families have been exposed to Agent Orange
while serving Vietnam and have not been adequately compensated. I believe that
veterans that have been exposed deserve to receive benefits and compensation including
widows of veterans whose spouses have died as a result of exposure. As you know,
recently I introduced the Agent Orange Equity Act, H.R. 6562, which would expand the
eligibility for presumptive conditions to combat veterans regardless of where they served
in Vietnam. As this bill moves forward we hope to expand the bill to include the diverse
realm of people that have suffered from Agent Orange directly and indirectly. T certainly
will take your suggestion of adding section 111 of H.R. 5892 into careful consideration.
