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 I have attached the interim final rule that was released on 12/31/09 in the Federal Register regarding the
copayment for medication.  Based on this interim final rule, the copayment will be frozen at $8 and the cap for priority groups 2-6 frozen at $960 through June 30,
2010, unless other rulemaking is initiated.

VA Delays Medication Copayment Increase. The Navy Times (1/5, Maze, 54K) reports, "A $1 increase in copayments for outpatient medications for veterans who do not qualify for free prescriptions is being delayed for six months while the Veterans Affairs Department reviews its options." The "current charge of $8 was supposed to rise to $9 on Jan. 1 under regulations that call for prescription drug charges to keep pace with prescription drug charges in the private sector. But on Dec. 31, VA officials announced in the Federal Register that they were delaying the increase until July 1 so they could reconsider how increases are calculated."
